Some work will have to be done at
home. This project will be a major grade in social studies for the third .trimester. Plclzase
ask you parents to help you be successful. I will be here to help you with any questions or
problems that you may have. Your grade will be based on three components. They are as

follows:

1. Report on Famous American

B The report needs to answer essential questions about your famous
Kentuckian. Who they are, where and when they were born, why are
they considered famous, and major challenges\ accomplishments they
faced throughout their life.

B The report needs to be neatly typed. Double spaced using a 12-point
font. If you do not have access to a computer or typewriter, you may
write your report on filler paper. Please make sure your handwriting is
neat and easy to read.

B The report needs to be free of grammatical and spelling errors.

The report will count for 45 points of your final grade. \ 45

2. Student monologue. You need to prepare a short (about 2-3 minutes)
monologue. We will discuss the monologue in class. The monologue is like a
speech. Remember you are going to “be” your famous Kentuckian all day.

--Student needs to speak in a clear, loud voice.
--Student speaks grammatically correct.
—Includes important facts about the person’s life
The monologue will count for 45 points of your final grade \45

3. Student dresses in appropriate costume and has appropriate props (if needed).
You will need your parents help with getting a costume together. Please do
not wait until the last minute to inform your parents that you need a costume. I
am not interested in fancy expensive costumes. You may use what you have at
home or the DAV stores are very cheap and have great materials for making
costumes.

—- Student is appropriately dressed for the time period in which their
Famous Kentuckian lived.
—-Students costume is well thought out and reflects time and effort
was put into the planning.
The costume will count as 10 points of your final grade. \10
